Lincoln 2010 Homeless Point in Time Count Summary

The Lincoln Continuum of Care 2010 Point in Time identified 908 sheltered and unsheltered homeless persons in 657 households on January 27th 2010.    Eighty-three (83) persons were unsheltered.  

Twenty-two percent (22%) of homeless households were single female parents and sixty-five percent of the households were single persons. 
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One-hundred and seventeen (117) persons or 13% of the point in time count homeless population met the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development definition for being “chronically homeless”.  
One-hundred and sixty-two (162) persons or 18% of the point in time count homeless population were victims of domestic violence.

Forty homeless (40) persons or 6.3% of the adult homeless population were U.S. Military Veterans.

Two hundred and thirty-two (232) or 25.5% of the point in time count homeless population identified as persons with chronic substance abuse issues.

One hundred and forty-nine (149) or 16.4% of the point in time count homeless population identified as persons with mental illness issues.
